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A Note on the Play 
After M·G·M rejected the turning of [he James A. Michener 

collection of stories Taler of tile SoUlh Pacific inro a motion 
picture, the work was passed on co Joshua Logan as porentially 
an excellent property for the srage. Logan read it and took the 
idea he had conceived co producer Leland Hayward; when it 
seemed to be developing into a mwical. they aprroached Rod· 
gers and Hammerstein. All agreed on the merit 0 tbe book and 
they became co·producers, with Logan serving as director. Be­
cause of his Navy experiences, Logan also worked with Ham· 
merstein as co·author. 

SOllth PlIcif;c is probably the most universally admired 
achievement of Rodgers and Hamm.erstein. In a realistic war· 
rime setting. they created a warm credible romance between a 
worldly French planter and a naive Army Nurse from Licr1e 
Rock. The skill with which the action seemed to flow from the 
music and the music from the action prompted many music 
critics to liken Rodgers' technique to that of an operatic com· 
poser. Moreover, the authors created each song to fit perfectly 
with each occasion and with the character singing it.
