["cene 1J lln a Wilb !llilce. Otamino faces a terrifying jJlonster and falls 
unconscious before it. Othree lladies, servants of the ~ueen of the 1llight, dis­
patch the jJlonster and wait in hiding as Otamino awakens to find it dead. l'te 
also discovers tlapageno, an itinerant ~irdcatcher native to these Wilds, who 
cannot quite deny that he is the tlrince's deliverer. Othe Othree lladies punish 
tlapageno for this falsehood, present Otamino with a portrait of the tlrincess 
tlamina, and tell him the sad tale of her abduction by the wicked ",orcerer 
",arastro to his nearby Otemple. The tlrince, at once enchanted by tlamina's 
image, finds his mission-tlamina's ~escue. l'teralded by thunder, the ~ueen 
of the ~ ight appears, tells her sad tale, and makes a solemn promise: If 
Otamino can free her daughter, t}amina shall be his Jilride. With a dubious 
tlapageno as his companion-in-arms, with the Othree lladies' assurance that 
Othree "'pirits will guide them through the darkest moments of their ~uest, and 
with two talismans of unknown power-a jJlagic j/'lute and jJlagic Jilells­
Otamino sets out. 

("tene 21Witbin the Q;emule f@rounbS'.tlamina flees the lasciv~,iniliiit1(Jf 
jJlonostatos, a jJlercenary who captains the Otemple~uard.<- <~hb:'sv/.odrili; 
defenseless against the lICaptain. lJirtue has, however, an inadyertetit'cnairipion: 
tlapageno blunders in upon them driving a bewildered jJlonostatos away. laec­
ognizing tlamina as the I8riginal of the portrait he carries, tlapageno promises 
her freedom: a tlrince has fallen in love with her )mage and SWorn to rescue 
her. Othe vision of a lBeliverer, and, even more, a jJlate, delights the lonely 
tlrincess as it does the solitary llapageno. 

["cene 3) ®utS'ibe the tn:emple WallS:. at the same time, Otamino seeks a way 
into the "orcerer's stronghold to wrest tlamina from his power. Othe lBoors of 
art, llabor, and Wisdom are closed against him. Otheir ~uardian assures him 
that they will open only when he approaches them in friendship and trust. 
Otamino recalls the lladies' promise that the j/'Iute would aid him in need. l'te 
plays and the j/'lute shows him that jJlusic has, indeed, power over beasts and 
birds. )t also has the power to summon tlapageno, whose panpipes he hears in 
the distance and follows. tlapageno and tlamina, who have heard Q!:amino's 
flute, follow its sound in search of him but are met instead by lICaptain 
jJlonostatos. Q!:heir capture imminent, tlapageno remembers the jJlagic Jilells 
and tests their power. )t suffices, but a new threat looms with the approach of 
"arastro and all his erder. 

[&tene 4] Within "l1raS'tro'% temple. t}amina explains to him her attempts to 
flee him, her guardian. jJlonostatos presents Otamino as a violator of the

temple. ",arastro, recogmzmg jJlonostatos as the real violator, however, 
frustrates his attempts. "arastro welcomes Otamino as a seeker of justice and 
truth, and as tlamina's suitor. jJlany dangerous Q!:rials await him and tlamina, 
but if they persist and prevail, theirs will be a great reward.

His merits and aspirations convince 
them that he may prove worthy of their high goals: j/'ortitude, )ntegrity, the 
pursuit of Otruth and Qtquity, and the gaining of Wisdom. ",arastro prays that 
Otamino and tlamina will find the strength to withstand the ritual trials that face 
them. 

[~tene 21 In a bark plate. Otamino and tlapageno, whose inclusion in 
Otamino's ~uest continues to puzzle him, are instructed that their first trial is 
that of", ilence. Othey must learn when to be still, to listen, to make no 
response. f)erseverance will bring each of them the }Bride he deserves. No 
sooner have the Otwo lleft than Otamino and tlapageno are put to the test. Othe 
ilthr~~,1,.~yS [appear berating their perfidy in seeking to join 3Parastro's I8rder 
l!qQa~andoningtheil' ~uest for tlarriina. llapagen() wavers. Otamino stands 
firm in qis,re~olve. laeturning tlriests drive the lladies away. Otamino has 
passed his j/'irst Otest decisively. tlapageno's resolve remains a question. 

["cene 3) lh. the tn:emple f@l1rben. t}amina lies asleep where we first saw her. 
jJlonostatos sees an opportunity, seizes it, and is foiled by the ~ueen of the 
Night who drives him away. tlamina is allowed only a moment of joy at 
seeing her jJlother as the ~ueen berates her growing respect for "'arastro. fl&nly

1 if tlamina kills "'arastro may she regain her jJlother's love. "hould she fail, 
nothing but a jJlother's lICurse awaits her. The ~ueen rushes out leaving " 
tlamina to her dreadful task, and to jJlonostatos who has overheard all. l;Iis 
renewed attempt to seduce her is foiled again, now by "arastro who dismisses 
him for the last time. "'arastro attempts to assure t}amina that he seeks no 
vengeance upon her jJlother; only the good of all. 

["rene 4)lln the bark placr. Q!:amino and tlapageno are left alone after being 
reminded to keep their vow of silence, regardless of any temptation to speak. 
tlapageno holds his tongue for several seconds until he is accosted by the 
shrouded figure of an eld Woman who regales him with an account of her pas­
sionate lover-one tlapageno. as she is about to reveal her identity, Othunder 
drives her away. Q!:he Othree "'pirits enter bearing the j/'lute, the ~ells, and a 
sumptuous dinner. enly tlapageno succumbs to the temptations of food and 
conversation. Otamino plays his flute. The melody draws tlamina to them.

~apageno wanders on, seeking t/);amino. ~e is met by a ~riest called the 
6peaker, who informs him that, although he will never attain enlightenment, he 
may be released from darkness. 'left with that hope, but still alone, ~apageno 
muses about the one thing he really desires-a Wife. t/);he 119ld Woman 
reappears, persisting that she, and only she, will be that Wife. Reluctantly 
swearing fidelity to her, ~apageno sees for just a moment who she really is: 
his true ~apagena. ~e is not yet worthy of her, and she vanishes. 

($;cene 6) lin the temple garben. ~amina sees JBeath as her only relief. t/);he 
knife her mother intended as 6arastro's fate will be hers. ~appily the t/);hree 
6pirits stop her, persuade her of a reason to continue her search for the t/);amino 
she first loved, and take her to join him in his Wltimate t/);rials. 

[j?cene 1J lfn tbe plate of testing. t/);wo Armed Men greet t/);amino solemnly, 
join him with the newly hopeful ~amina, and conduct the couple to their .:final 
I!9rdeals: t/);rial by .:fire and t/);rial by Water. t/);o the magic music of the .:flute, 
they pass through these t/);rials with quiet fortitude. 

alone in the ~Iace of t/);esting, ~apageno despairs of ever finding a 
~apagena until, at the last possible moment, as is their habit, the t/);hree Spirits 
intervene. lteminded of the Jtlagic 1Sells' power, ~apageno uses them to 
summon ~apagena. t/);he two go off into the sunrise, planning to populate the 
Wilderness.
