THE IMPERIALS MUSIC AND YOUTH ORGANIZATION 
GREG MURRAY. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 

In February of 1966, a small group of individuals dedicated to music and 
youth formed the Imperials Drum and Bugle Corps. From our small beginnings, 
the Seattle Imperials, as we became known, dominated drum corps in the North­
west for nearly twenty years and rose to achieve a 15th place national ranking. 

In keeping with our heritage of dedication to music and youth, we plotted a 
major course change in October of 1986 to enable us to better serve the musical 
needs of Puget Sound area youth. This change was heralded by a new name, The 
Imperials Music and Youth Organization;and by a shift in goals, direction. and 
programming. 

We are now seven years into the "new" Imperials Music and Youth Organiza­
tion. The seven years have been fiDed with new goals and directions as well as 
new programs and new people. It bas been a time for us to form the foundation 
of a new era in service and support for music education and the youth of the 
greater Seattle area. 

We have adopted a popular arts slogan.' "he Pan ofthe Music." This slogan 
reflects our dedication to fulfllHng our role as a vital element in the music educa­
tion picture here in the Puget Sound region~ and to be a positive influence on the 
youth of this community. We believe that music and the arts am education. It 
has been our aim over the last seven years to offer programs which provide 
young people opportunities to experience the joy of making music. provide per­
sonal growth in self-esteem, and support music education in the schools. 

To this end we have established a·subsidized private instruction program 
serving over 850 students; a jazz studies program with five performing groups; a 

~ 	 summer marching band, colorguard and jazz ensemble program which has 
achieved national recognition; an elemeiluitytstring program and youth orchestra; 
a choral program; and a variety of seJ';Vjt:e projects and festivals. Through these 
programs and our outreach services we ,have served approximately 24,000 Puget 
Sound area youth since the inception oroat new:programming focus.
