ABOUfTHE MUSIC... 

The French composer, organist and pianist, Charles Camille Saint-Saens, is best 
known for his "zoological fantasy," Carnival of the Animals. A prolific com­
poser, his opus numbers run up to 169. «He .also edited the works of Rameau and 
wrote plays, poems, and essays on philosophy and music. 

After being the foremost opera composer of the early nineteenth century, Rossini 
returned to Paris from Italy in 1857 to restore his health and retire from compos­
ing. After a period of recuperation, however, he spent the last eleven years of 
his life composing songs, piano pieces, small ensembles and the "Petite meSse 
solennelle." La Regata Venetiana, is a cycle of three songs in Venetian dialect, 
describing a 'regata' -a gondola race. 

The libretto of Pasatieri's opera based on Checkhov's play, The Seagull, was 
written by Kenward Elmslie. ConstaliJine. a young playwright. is in love with 
Nina, an actress. She loves Trigorin. a successful author, who has scorned and 
abandoned her. In this aria, Nina ap~... to Constantine and tells him of her 
shoddy life as a second-rate player.; on lIifedge of madness. she keeps losing her 
concentration, and says she is a seagull,'.reminiscent of a story Trigorin had writ­
ten. Constaritine, seeing that his love and'career are hopeless. kills himself. 

The twentieth-century French composer, A.nd:re Jolivet, had a wide range of inter­
ests which saw his involvement in visual arts, drama, and literature, as well as 
music. Although he studied with Varese, he did not employ 12-tone serialism in 
his compositions. Rather, his muiica1Wtguage was one of expanded tonality, 
demonstrating the influence not 0 . ar~e. but also of Debussy, Stravin­
sky, and Bartok. The flute \Vas'.o.f .. importance to him, for not only did 
he write works for solo flute, he' 8isdgaV'e the instrument a prominent place in 
his orchestral works. .,. ~ 

Johann Georg Albrechtsberger was an Austrian composer, organist, and teacher. 

He composed many religious and insttumental works, and also wrote a textbook 

entitled Grundliche Anweisung zur C~mposition (Fundamental Instruction in 

Composition). He served as court drganist in Vienna from 1772, was 

Kapellmeister ~f St. Stephen:s Cathed!41, apd wa~ highly regarded as a teacher- I· 

Beethoven studied counterpomlUllder. bfstUtelage for years.

Maurice Ravel, along with Claude DebUSsy, is usually classified as a composer 

under the title "Impressionist." Impressionism is a term used, by analogy with 

impressionistic paintings, to define the musical style predominant in tum-of-the­

century France, which was increasingly a1:5stract, moving away from traditional 

tonality. This only dermes one charapteI1~tic qf ~avel's output, however, since 

he, more than Debussy. retained elements 'of tlassicism in his music: clean 

meJodic contour, distinct rhythms, fmn structures and functional harmony. His 

late works may also employ jazz .elem~nt$.'! .

Fr~eric Chopin's compositional output is almost entirely for piano. His two 
sets of Etudes, Opp. 10 and 25, were composed between 1829 and 1836, and are 



widely regarded as the fmest of their genre. The Etude in A-flat., Op. 25, No. 1 is 
called "Aeolian Harp" for its arpeggiated figures in both hands, out of which 
emerges a melody. The Polonaise, a Polish dance, also provided creative impe­
tus for Chopin: he wrote twelve of them. The Polonaise in A-flat. Op. 53, the 
"Heroic", was composed in 1842.'
