Joseph Haydn's Divert iment o in B-fla t Ma j or was originally 
composed for the unusua l combination of two oboes, t wo horns, 
three bassoons, and contra-bassoon. The pr esent version was 
ar r anged, published, and r ecorded by t he Philadel phia Woodwind 
Quin t et. The t raditional "St. Ant hony Choral e" is familiar t o 
concertgoers as the basis for Brahms' "Va ria t i ons on a Theme 
by Haydn" , Op . 56a. 

Jean Fran~aix. French composer and piani st, is perhaps 
best regarded as a spiri t ua l heir o f the Parisian group of 
composers, "Les Six" of t he 1920's. Like them, he has taken a 
l ess-than-sobersided view of serious music, inf using his works 
with a l ively spirit and wel l -crafted technique . He has written 
wel l for wind i n s truments, and his Quintet is perhaps his chief 
wor k 1n the medium. Summing up Fran~aix's music , the 5t h edi tion 
of "Grove s Dic tionary ••• " state s: "It i s oft en witty, but rarely 
pro f ound; not s e l f -consc iously ' neo c lassical', but marked on 
the whole by a classica l res t raint and sobriety--in a word, by 
those qualities of cl arity, proportion and elegance which have 
always been the hall-mark of the Gall ic spi rit in the arts." 

R. Mur ray Schafer is one of Canada 's outstand1ng contem­
porary composers and educators. His Mi nneZieder was writ t en 
in Vienna in 1956, wh en the c omposer was 23. Its brigh t charm, 
r i ch sonorities and ski l l f ul blending o f voi ce and winds combine 
to make a deep impression on audiences and partic ipant s alike. 
Mr. Schafer has occupied positions at various Canadian univer­
sities , and currently is Artist in Residence at Simon Fraser 
Universi t y, in Burnaby, B.C. 

Tonight's guest art i st, Canadian me zzo-soprano Phyl lis 
Mailing, is known throughout Canada as a singer of "rare and 
unreproachable unity of tone, technique, understanding and t a s t e". 
She has toured Europe, Russia, and the United States, and is 
heard frequently on the CBC. Miss Mailing is c l os ely associated 
with the MinneZieder. premiering and s ubsequen tly perf orming the 
work on numerous occasions as wel l as recording it for RCA Victor. 
At present, Miss Mailing is a Resident in Musi c at Simon Fraser 
University.
