Composers Notes..... "Concerto for Bass Trombone was composed for and dedicated to Douglas Yeo. The 
original version is for symphony orchestra. The version with a large Wind Ensemble was made for this 
performance by the wind ensemble of the Conservatory ofNew England. I. Molto adagio: In a short 
slow introduction the Woodwinds. Brass and Percussion compliment each other in the mood of 
expectation ofthe action to come. A llegro: The solo Trombone leads the constant interaction between the 
Woodwinds. Brass and Percussion. II. Adagio molto: A XII century Bohemian Chorale (Saint 
Wenceslaus), is the theme in a constantly changing setting. As a contrast the solo Trombone maintains 
the rhythmic patterns from the first movement. The movement ends with tutti Woodwinds a Brass 
restating in wide chords the rhythmic opening ofthe movement. III Vivo: The interaction ofWoodwinds 
and Brass is intens ified by frequent chordal settings. The solo Trombone maintains its leadingfunction. 
The widening of some important intervals contributes to its leading role".
