	Discuss Why Harm Reduction, Self Empowerment, and Community Empowerment

	Practicing harm reduction education reduces the risk of multiple risky behaviors. For example condom distribution HIV Education, access to clean syringes and substance abuse treatment reduce the risk of terminal diseases, and decrease exposure to violence and unsafe sex.


	Crisis intervention Role Play (advocate).

	This role-play will be centered around the multiple barriers an advocate is faced with on a daily basis when attempting to provide safe shelter to SBP’s.
Advocate will attempt to secure safe shelter for a SBP in immediate need of a safe place to stay.
