The Philadelphia String Quartet has been praised 
around the world for the beauty and depth uf its 
playing. Known for profound musicianship, warm 
sound and ensemble perfection, the Quartet con­
tinues to delight audiences everywhere. It was 
in 1966 that the Quartet began a residency, de­
voted solely to performance, at the University of 
Washington. In addition to regular concerts and 
festivals, the Quartet annually presents the en­
tire., cycle of Beethoven's String Quartets and 
makes regular international tours. 

Formed in 1960 when its members played in the 
Philadelphia Orchestra, the Quartet soon earned 

- -;'1 prominence in the music world. A Beethoven­
Bartok-Schoenberg debut series in New York's -
Carnegie Recital Hall elicited critical comments 
such as "String playing of excellence" in the 
Saturday Review, and "Expert and highly dedicated 
performances" in the New York Times. The follow­
ing year they returned to Carnegie Hall for another 
critically acclaimed chamber music series, and began 
the first of many successful semiannual foreign 
tours. At the invitation of the State Department, 
the Quartet became the first American quartet to 
perform in India, where they made a monumental 
eight-week tour. In the meantime, the Philadelphia 
String Quartet became the first Artists-in-Residence 
at the University of Pennsylvania, and the Philadel­
phia Museum of Art initiated a unique series, 
"Coffee Concerts," an adventuresome Contemporary 
Chamber Music Series, and the popular Chamber Music 
of Philadelphia.
