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A native of the West Coast, Mr. O'Doan won
first prize in the Fresno Philharmonic Young
Artist Competition in California and made
numerous appearances as recitalist and soloist
with orchestras.

He subsequently appeared as soloist with the
Chicago Symphony Orchestra in a performance of
Beethoven's "Emperor' Concerto, and presented
two solo recitals in New York's Town Hall.

A frequent performer throughout the New York
metropolitan area, Mr. O'Doan also won the
competition to perform the Brahms Concerto No. 2
with the Juilliard Orchestra. He was graduated
with performing and scholastic honors from the
Juilliard School of Music, having studied there
with the eminent teacher, Madame Rosina Lhevinne.

Mr. O'Doan is presently performing and teaching
on the staff of the University of Washington.
