PROGRAM NOTES

Overture to Oberon

This delightful work is an overture to an almost completely forgotten opera. It was
first performed in 1826, a few months before the death of its composer.
After its "fairy-tale" introduction, it engages in a bolstérous Allegro con Fuoco
e (Fast with Fire). When the introductory horncall has returned, the clarinet presents
the second theme. A short, happy development section is folloyed by a return of some of

the earlier material and brought to a wholesome close. i
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
