"Hans and Thelma Lehmann built a house on the exact spot of my grandfather's 
burnt-down mansion, a fact he never tired of telling us. (One strong memory I 
have is of my father at the Lehmanns' at a dinner party being asked to speak 
about the old place, whereupon my father-a shy, retiring man-got up on a 
chair and delivered a speech to an about the estate.) The Lehmanns have done so 
much for Seattle, and especially for music. I am certainly grateful for the 
professorship they awarded me for a residence at the UW a couple of years ago, 
but that's a small part of what they've done for all of us in music. Hans was 
such a great storyteller, with a great story to tell. His vision for Seattle's 
musical life was as enlightened as anyone's has ever been, and his two delightful 
books are a must-read for Seattle's cultural history. You would meet everyone 
in music at their house. I think he left Seattle's musical life in good shape, and 
that's quite a legacy. Joan and I send a long and warm hug to Thelma. Thank 
you for appreciating what this wonderful man has left us."
