Figure 1. Where the Process Begins

“In this photo is the basic process from start to finish. The process of collecting the data for the woodsmoke project. From right to left you see the filter we use to collect the air, next you have the filter in solvent  (which is methanol), then the next one is the solution which is evaporated down to a smaller amount. Then there's the small little vial which has half of a milliliter of solution and this is what is put in the machine to give us the data.”

“If I walk way up the hill behind my house I can see this factory. This one is mixing in with the cloud...Burning pulp. Wood holds the steam and lets it all up, it lets it all up into the clouds. But if it was steam it would all disappear. It looks to me like smoke... and there’s going to be more smoke in the air pretty soon – the more trees they cut down the more smoke there will be in the air.

I took the air sample in my upstairs bedroom, I put the machine on the second blue shelf next to my bed. I live in a small community, I have never seen people burning wood around here, I never smell woodsmoke, so yes I was surprised to find there was woodsmoke in the sample I took. It is pretty unbelievable woodsmoke is in our houses. It could affect the little ones, like my brothers, with their breathing and maybe can get asthma even if you think they are not going to get it they probably could.

Living here I can’t run as far… when I was in Lakewood I could swim for miles and miles, but up here when I swim in the creek I cannot swim as long. The problem of woodsmoke is big. We need to find a different way of getting rid of it... Some are just being lazy, I don’t feel like it is the best way. We need to search for a better way. I think that they think that this is the best but that’s their mindset.”
