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Introduction
Welcome to Rising Above Sexual Exploitation’s (RASE) educational and crisis intervention training on sex trafficking and street based prostitution. The information and training that RASE’S advocacy will inform providers with  can be applied on the micro mezzo, and macro levels. RASE’s trainer Eileen will take the opportunity today to share both some of her personal and professional perspectives on what it takes to assist street based prostitutes in meeting their basic needs such as safe shelter, food, and hygiene services, and potentially exiting “the life” of SBP.  RASE’s founder created this training to decrease the barriers social service providers are faced with when accessing basic needs services for SBP’s, and to increase the quality of services that already exist. 
There are many reasons why women engage in street based prostitution (SBP). According to Rekart (2005),  “poverty, homelessness, lack of education, lack of employment skills, substance abuse, and mental health issues are barriers SBP’s face on a daily basis” (p. 2124). Social service providers, law enforcement, health care officials, and various other community stakeholders who work with this population all agree they lack training on working with this population. SBP takes place in “lower socio-economic drug ridden communities that are usually already in dire need of basic needs services” (Kris Nyrop, personnel communication November 19, 2012). According to Rekart (20050, “street based prostitution is fueled by substance abuse” (P. 2125).  
Social service providers need to work together to increase access to basic needs services for SBP’s. According to Rekart (2005), “SBP’s require services that are more trauma focused, with long term supportive housing, and peer education to increase their chances of exiting the life of SBP” (p.2124).   By providing an educational training on how to identify, engage, and connect SBP’s to basic needs services, social service providers and various stakeholders will start to work together to bridge the gaps in the limited services that are currently available.  
Needs Statement: To provide a cross systems training to social service providers, law enforcement, and the justice system on how to identify and connect street based prostitutes (SBP) to supportive services that assist them with meeting their basic needs such as food, safe shelter, and clothing. To provide an educational training on how to identify and understand SBP’s unique needs, and what may be best practices in crisis intervention when providing the appropriate services to SBP’s. 
Dignity, Respect, Advocating for Social Justice
 According to the National Association of Social Workers (NASW) Code of Ethics, “social workers are responsible to gain knowledge and insight to marginalized populations and their cultural needs” (P.9).  The NASW Code of Ethics also values social justice and expects social workers to challenge the injustices particularly on the behalf of vulnerable or oppressed populations” (P5). SBP’s are considered to be both vulnerable and oppressed, however social workers are also supposed to value the “dignity and worth of each person”(P.5). According to information obtained in the focus group stigma was the number one barrier women faced when attempting to access services” (Residents Sojourner Place 2012).  The training will provide educational information on the differences between sex trafficking and street based prostitution. The training provides education on how to identify and connect SBP’s to basic needs services such as shelter, food, hygiene services. The training will also provide information on best practices and why according to Rekart (2005), practicing “harm reduction, and community/self empowerment models seem to the most success when working with this population” (p. 2124). 
The intention of this training is to educate social service providers, laws enforcement, health care providers, and various political community stakeholders such as city and county councils on the barriers female SBP’s have to overcome when they attempt to access basic needs services. The greatest intention of this training is to create a network of committed social service providers that will work to increase access to services and continue to assist in the development of a long term, drop in center for chronically homeless, addicted, SBP’s that are in need of supportive services.  Because RASE believes every woman has a voice and every voice matters. 
Learning objectives 
1. Attendees learn the differences between trafficking and street based prostitution.

2. Attendees gain insight to generational factors, risk factors and harmful effects of street based prostitution.  

3. Attendees will gain insight to resources that are available to SBP”s.

4. Open dialog will allow for peer education on barriers service providers are faced with. 

5. Attendees will gain useful basic crisis intervention skills for working with SBP’s, and trafficking victims.
