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MARC TEICHOLZ and MICHAEL PARTINGTON met forthe first time atthe Northwest Festival in 
1997. Marc was the headlining artist and served on the ju ry of the competition that Michael was 
lucky enough to win that year. They became fast friends, their paths crossing anumber of times 
overthe following few years, and they enjoyed playing reading duets together when the 
opportu nity arose.
