PROGRAM NOTES

THE LITTLE RIPPER MARCH

Even though David Stanhope has written numerous compositions for all kinds of
instrumental and vocal ensembles, he is especially known as a writer for wind band
and brass. Many of his brass works have been competition test pieces both in Brit-
ain and Australia. Originally a pianist and freelance French homn player, Stanhope is
now developing a career as a conductor. Recent engagements have included work with
the Australian Opera and the State Opera of South Australia. In addition, he is a guest
conductor for the Australian Broadcasting Corporation, including concerts and
engagements with the Sydney, Melbourne, West Australian, Queensland, Adelaide and
Tasmanian Symphony Orchestras.

Many of Stanhope's works for the wind band have been influenced by the music of
Percy Grainger. Although there are no direct quotes or use of folk material in "The
Little Ripper," he draws upon a similar style reflected in Grainger's works such as
“The Children's March.”

"Ballad" from CAJUN FOLK SONGS Ii

Frank Ticheli currently lives in Los Angeles where he is an Associate Professor of
Composition at the University of Southern California. His works for orchestra, con-
cert band, solo voice, and chamber ensembles have been performed throughout North
America, Europe, Asia, South America, and Australia. His eleven compositions for
wind ensemble and concert band have been awarded several prizes including the 1989
Walter Beeler Price, and First Prize in the eleventh annual Symposium for New Music
held in Virginia. Ticheli received his doctoral and masters degrees in composition
from The University of Michigan where he studied with William Albright, George
Wilson, and Pulitzer Prize winners Leslie Bassett and William Bolcom.

About this work, the composer writes: "The introductory section ofBallad' is a
deeply personal moment of reflection—a brass chorale based on original material.
We next hear two different melodic settings of the same folksong, "Aux Natchito-
ches." Natchitoches is a town in northern Louisiana named after a tribe of Native
Americans who once lived in that region. Cajun Folk Songs 1l was commissioned by
the Indiana All-State Band, and premiered by them in March 1997." Ballad is dedi-
cated to the memory of Ticheli's father, Frank P. Ticheli, 111.

SATIRIC DANCES

Norman Dello Joio is descended from three generations of Italian organists. He
received his earliest music training from his father and soon began studies with his
godfather, Pietro Yon, famed organist at St. Patrick's Cathedral. Dello Joio studied at
the Juilliard School of Music and then with Paul Hindemith at Yale University. He is
one of the few composers who has written for band who has won a Pulitzer Prize in
Music (1957-"Meditations on Ecclesiastes” for string orchestra). Dello Joio was a
great supporter of music education as director of the innovative Contemporary Music
Project, which placed young composers in K-12 school residencies. He taught at
Sarah Lawrence College, the Mannes School of Music, and was Dean of Fine Arts at




Boston University. Comfortable in all idioms, his music exhibits a striking lyric
inventiveness. His writing is profoundly influenced by Gregorian chant, and ele-
ments of ltalian grand opera and jazz are also present.

“Satiric Dances” (for a comedy by Aristophanes) was composed in 1975 for the
town of Concord, Massachusetts in commemoration of its Bicentennial. The com-
mission was funded by the Town of Concord and the Eastern National Park and
Monument Association. Dello Joio projects the satirical qualities of the work in the
outer movements through sudden dynamic contrasts and timbral shifts, harmonies and
melodies based on octatonic scales, and a Mediterranean folk dance character.

FOLK DANCES

Composed in Schostakovich's light-hearted style, this single movement work is
filled with the joy and exuberance of the Russian people. The many folk melodies are
combined in a string so that musical energy abounds an the spirit of folk dances can
easily be imagined. The first version of this work was instrumented by M. Vakhutin-
sky for Russian bands. This modern wind band edition was scored for band by H.
Robert Reynoids, currently the Director of Bands at the University of Michigan.

COUNTRY WILDFLOWERS
Larry Daehn's thirty-three year career includes music education, composition, arrang-
ing and researching the life of Percy Grainger. Daehn is currently the high school
band director in New Glarus, Wisconsin. Mr. Dachn owns the Daehn Music company
and is a member of the Percy Grainger Society.

"Country Wildflowers” is a beautiful, lyrical concert band setting of an old Scot-
tish Melody. 1t is dedicated to Sally and Harvey Ott.

HYMN OF ST. JAMES

Reber Clark received his bachelor degree in music from Arkansas Tech University in
1978 and has made a career as a professional composer and arranger since that time.
Much of his work in the past ten years has been for wind band. The "Hymn of St.
James,” written in 1984, is a contemporary setting of the popular hymn tune titled
“Picardy” and taken originally from the Liturgy of St. James in the Fourth Century.
The piece makes use of such modern scoring techniques as melodic clusters, 'hissing’
into the mouthpiece, pitch bending, and extreme variance of dynamics. After the
hymn statement is passed from section to section in varied rhythmic fashion, the
piece concludes with one last majestic voicing of the complete hymn tune scored in a
more traditional tonal setting.

SUITE IN E-FLAT
British composers have produced several exceptionally fine works for the concert
band. Of all these, the "Suite in E-Flat" is generally considered the cornerstone.
Written in 1909 it is one of the few band originals that has been transcribed for sym-
phony orchestra.

The opening theme of the Chaconne is repeated incessantly by various instru-
ments as others weave varied filigrees around this melody. In the middle of the first

movement, the principal theme is inverted for several repetitions. The Intermezzo is
based on a variation of the Chaconne theme, presented first in an agitated style, then
in a cantabile mood, with the two styles alternating throughout the movement. The
two themes of the March, one dynamic and the other lyric, are also taken from the
Chaconne theme, the first being something of an inversion, whereas the lyric theme
is "right side up." Eventually the two are combined in a wonderful counterpoint lead-
ing to the end.

OLDHOMEDAYS
Charles Ives, the son of a Civil War bandmaster, is regarded by many as the first truly
American composer of the twentieth century. Encouraged by his father, lves experi-
mented with all kinds of music and acoustic sounds. Far in advance of the then-current
style, Ives employed techniques such as polytonality, atonality, polymeteric pattern,
tone cluster, and microtones. Mixed with these innovations were hymn tunes, patri-
otic melodies, and ragtime, all jumbled together in a style which was both imagina-
tive and daring.

"Old Home Days” is a suite for band. Four of the movements were originally writ-
ten for voice and/or keyboard. The first movement, Waltz, is an arrangement of a
popular song at the time, "Little Annie Rooney." The second movement, Memories,
anticipates the rising of a curtain at an opera house and the sounds of the orchestra
warming up. We hear flashbacks of drumrolls, bells, and the town band. The second
section, Old Home Day, represents a walk down main street in a small town. The third
movement, Collection, is based on an organ setting of a hymn tune titled "Tappan.”
The fourth movement, Slow March, was written for the death of the Ives's family pet
dog. It opens and closes with a quotation of the Dead March from Handel's “Saul.”
The last movement is a variation on the popular tune "London Bridge is Falling
Down."

JiG

Daniel S. Godfrey received his bachelor and masters’ degrees in composition from
Yale University, and a Ph.D. from the University of lowa, He is currently Director of
the School of Music at Syracuse University, where he has taught since 1983. He has
held visiting faculty appointments at the Eastman School of Music and the Univer-
sity of Pittsburgh, and this past fall at the Indiana University School of Music. He is
co-author of "Music Since 1945," published by Schirmer Books. His music has been
programmed by leading ensembles throughout the United States and overseas, and he
has received awards and commissions from the American Academy of Arts and Letters,
the Koussevitzky Music Foundation, the Barlow Endowment for Music Composition,
the US West Foundation, and the New York Foundation for the Arts, among others.
Current and upcoming projects include new works for the Cassatt String Quartet and
the Saint Paul Chamber Orchestra, and a consortium commission for the Big Ten Uni-
versity Band Directors Association.

"Jlig" was commissioned by the University of Texas Austin Wind Ensemble. The
composer writes: "While composing, I imagined the ensemble as an irrepressible
behemoth, full of good humor and high spirits, perhaps a bit oversized for a sprightly
jig but unable to resist. Included for a touch of irony are two fleeting references to
more nuanced jig-like music, both from Debussy.”
