Rooted in the concert 
tradition of western classical music, this work looks into future possibili­
ties for performing computer music.

Committed to both contemporary and standard repertoire, CRISTI NA 
VALDES is known for presenting innovative concerts with repertoire ranging 
from Bach to Xenakis. She has performed across four continents and in 
multiple venues including Lincoln Center, Carnegie Recital Hall, Merkin Hall, 
Miller Theatre, Jordan Hall and the Kennedy Center. Her passionate inter­
est in new music has led to collaborations with a multitude of composers. 
Festival performances include New Music in Miami, the Foro Internacional 
de Musica Nueva in Mexico City, the Brisbane Arts Festival, the Festival of 
Contemporary Music in EI Salvador, Theater de Welt in Stuttgart, the Festi­
val of Arts and Ideas in New Haven, the Great Lakes Chamber Music Festival, 
and the Singapore Arts Festival among others. 

An avid chamber musician, Cristina has toured extensively with the 
Bang On a Can "All Stars" and has performed with the Seattle Chamber 



Players, the Mabou Mines Theater Company, the Parsons Dance Company, 
"Frio V, and Antares. She has also performed as concerto soloist with the 
Johns Hopkins Symphony Orchestra, the Binghamton Philharmonic, Phil­
harmonia Northwest, the Eastman BroadBand, and the Stony Brook 
Symphony Orchestra. Most recently, she performed the piano solo part of 
the Ives 4th Symphony with the Seattle Symphony. Cristina can be heard on 
the Newport Classics, Albany, and Innova labels. 

She holds degrees from the New England Conservatory and SUNY Stony 
Brook, and is currently Artist in Residence at the University of Washmgton. 

The IMPROVISATION ORCHESTRA is an attempt to bring together seemingly 
disparate departments within the UW School of Music. The ensemble is 
comprised of students from the composition, string and jazz departments. 
Through various techniques of structured improvisation and conducting 
techniques specifically designed for the improvisatory context, the ensem­
ble will creates born through improvisation but also rooted in each of the 
musicians backgrounds. 

For this iteration of the ensemble, two pieces will be presented in an 
hom mage to the great "concept" albums made famous by bands such as 

• Pink Floyd, JethrcrTull, The-BeatJes afld more. 

MARCIN PI\CZKOWSKI is a composer, conductor, and digital artist, working 
with both traditional and electronic media. He received his Masters' 
degrees from the Academy of Music in Krakow, Poland, where he studied 
with Wojciech Widtak (composition) and Rafat Delekta (conducting), and 
from University of Washington in Seattle, Washington, where he studied 
composition and computer music with Juan Pampin and Richard Karpen. 
Currently he is a doctoral candidate in the Center for Digital Arts And 
Experimental Media (DXARTS), where he studies with Juan Pampin. 

His current research is focused on exploring ways of engaging computer 
media in improvisation, as well as motion tracking and machine learning 
techniques used for creating and controlling musical structures. 

As the conductor and performer he is involved in performances of new 
music. His compositions were performed on many composers workshops 
and concerts in Poland and United States. In 2010 he was awarded 2nd 

prize in the 18th edition of Adam Didur all-Polish Composers' Competition. 
He was a recipient of grants from Lesser Poland Scholarship Foundation 
Sapere Auso and Polish Institute of Music and Dance.
