Born in Hungary~DENES ZSIGMONDY studiedt~iit:the Franz Liszt Academy in Budapest, receiving 
instruction from Geza de Kresz, Leo Weiner ~d Imre Waldbauer. His musical education as a 
violinist was further influenced by working,rWithCarl Flesch and Zino Francescatti. Personal 
contact with Bela Bart6k inspired his great inteJ.'QStin Bart6k's musical vision and the latter's explo­
ration of Eastern European folk music. '" R f . 

Zsigmondy has given performances througHout the world-as a recitalist and also as a soloist 
with such orchestras as the Bamberger, BetMJS:and Vienna Symphony Orchestras, the Boston, 
Budapest, Hong Kong. Munich and TO.k:yo~~armonic Orchestras, the Radio Orchestras of 
RIAS Berlin, Frankfurt, Munich. Sydney;JUldo~rs. He has made a large number of records and 
radio recordings and has played the first ptfJ;fp.f9.1ances of violin concertos by Bialas. Genzmer. 
Eder, Biichtger and other composers. His liIe~aS a musician was greatly enhanced by personal 
contact with Kodaly, Sessions, Dallapiccola and Ligeti. 

From 1972 through 1988, Zsigmondy was Professor of Violin at the University of 
Washington. During that time, he also gave master classes at the New England Conservatory in 
Boston and the Liszt Academies in Budapest, San Francisco and Hong Kong. Since 1978 he has 
been the Director of the Holzhausen Music Festival at Starnberger See in Bavaria, and since 1986 
has conducted violin classes at the Summer Acwtl8~y in Salzburg.

She is also a frequent 
collaborator in chamber performances with mw of the fmest musicians in the Northwesl In 
autumn 1994, Herrmann joined the piano fac~ of the University of Washington where she 
serves as Lecturer in Piano. In October she gave a: successful recital of Slavic Sonatas with Seattle 
Symphony cellist David Tonkonogui in Brechemin Auditorium. She is a former faculty member 
and head of the music department at WashingnwrrAc.ademy of Performing Arts.
