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In sum, their morality is *“The end justifies the means.”
They have no use for God or the Dhamma. Their laws are
not based on natural law or moral law. Let me quote a
passage bearing on their administration of justice.

From an article by N.N. POLYANSKY in the Moscow
University Herald for Nov. 1956;

“The policy of the Communist Party exerts its in-
fluence upon the activity of the judicial institution
by means of party directives and by means of the
various organs of the Soviet regime ... The picture
of the judge whose position is above politics belongs
to bourgeois mythology in the same way that the
goddess of justice herself belongs to the mythology
of the past.. In our Soviet State the court of law
is always regarded as one of the levers by which the
Soviet regime is operated, and measures are taken
to ensure that the court of law really implements
the policy of the Communist Party and the Soviet
Regime.”

Judging from these, we make mental note that according
to them, there are no such things as absolute right and
absolute wrong. If the communists say something is right,
it is right; if the communists say something is wrong, it is
wrong.
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9, The next difference: we put our reliance on persua-

sion, correction and goodwill. They put their reliance on
violence and rapine. We believe that we can change
political and economic systems without violence. They
believe that it is impossible without violence.
