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Hansee Hall) will accommodate
3,200 students total, and include
student residential community
spaces, landscape improvements,
new open space features, parking,
utility work, street improvements
and regional amenity spaces. This
is a 350-bed increase from the
current North Campus capacity.
Three options will be studied for
McMahon Hall; demolish the
building and retain it as a building
site for housing or academic use;
partially renovate the building for
student housing; or convert the
building for academic use or staff
offices.
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
