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D. About 150 a-verses have the structure X and Y, usually coordinate nouns
or adjectives. Most of them link the coordinate forms by alliteration; the others—
about one in fifteen—link them in formulas of rhyme (fréd and god), or in formulas
of inclusiveness for a semantic field (deges and nihtes). Just over 20 b-verses have
the same structure, without alliterative linking of the coordinate elements, of course.

There is a pervasive pattern of the Y-element being longer as in 2349, or heavier
as in 1074, or phonotactically more divided as in 1898, 2166, or morphotatically
more complex as in 350, 1127 than the X-element. The only exceptions occur in
verses in which these elements have equivalent weight, such as fyrene 7 f&hde 137
beside fehde 7 fyrene 879, or s@&la 7 mela. Tt is easy enough to explain in most
theories that swelan and swellan is metrical, while swellan and swelan probably isn’t.
But routine A-type brad ond brun-ecg, which could be reversed as E-type brin-ecg
ond brad, doesn’t appear, nor does anything like it. There is lac ond luf-tacn but
no reversal of the type. There is also A-type yrre ond an-r&d, but no chance of
reversing the constituents to produce D-type an-r@d ond yrre, and the reason is not
the (probably) short syllable in the first arsis. The pattern does not seem to be
explainable by scansion based on word-stress patterns.
